Notes on Safe Usage

[General Notes]

« Never bundle control cables or input/output cables with high-voltage and large-current
carrying cables such as power supply cables. Keep control cables and input/output
cables at least 200 mm away from high-voltage and large-current carrying cables.
Otherwise, malfunction may occur due to noise.

* Be sure to terminal block or sockets of CUR-08 in the correct orientation. Failure to do
so may lead to damage or malfunction.

* Do not use thinners for cleaning because it may discolor CUR-08 surface.

Use commercially available alcohol.

e The V9 series or TS2060i is identified as a class-A product in industrial environments.
In the case of use in a domestic environment, the unit is likely to cause
electromagnetic interference. Preventive measures should thereby be taken
appropriately.

Mounting Procedure

o Turn off the power supply for V series or TS2060i when you
mount CUR-08 to it.

/\CAUTION
« Tighten mounting screws equally to a torque of 0.5 to 0.7 Nem.

1. Remove the connector cover (“( " mark in the illustration below) from the EXT1
on the back of the V series or TS2060i.

e.g. V9100

2. Align the three mounting screw holes on the CUR-08 with the holes on the V series
or TS2060i, and lightly press section “A” of the CUR-08. Check if the unit fits in the
connector.
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3. Fix the CUR-08 on the V series or TS2060i using the three mounting screws
supplied with the CUR-08. Also, connect the CUR-08 (the metal in the lower left)
and the V series or TS2060i frame ground (FG) using the provided FG wire.
